From Nathan Epley
Thank you so much for your donation to my trip to China.  I am back in the U.S. now, but my heart is still in China.  These past two months have been probably the most amazing experience that I have ever had.  During this trip, I have learned a lot about the world, about myself, and about Jesus.

For the first week of the trip, I spent some time in Shanghai, and traveled with my friend Shane to nearby Hangzhou.  After that, my professor led my classmates and me to different cities in China for two weeks.  We went to Wuhan, Changsha, and Xi’an.  In those cities, we met friends as well as American English teachers at universities and attended the Bible studies they hosted in their apartments.
From Xi’an, we went to Beijing and were in the care of Martin Rodriguez, a missionary in there.  We, also, spent time with Martin’s brother, Marcus, and Gary and Danita Jackson, some other missionaries in Beijing.  Shortly after we arrived in Beijing, Martin 
accompanied us to Changchun, the capital city of Jilin province in Manchuria.  We visited the family of a four-year-old girl, named Zhang Yuan, whom our Chinese Church at Harding had supported for a heart surgery.  They lived in a small farming village about an hour outside of the city.  We worshipped with them at their church and had a great time with the family.  Once we arrived back in Beijing, we had Chinese class every weekday morning from 9:00 to 12:00.  Our teacher, Hannahlee, was excited to hear that we were Christians and has begun attending the church we worked with there.  She has a lot of deep thoughts about life and is very interested in learning about what Christ has to say.

On Fridays, we went to English Corner at the People’s University.  English Corner is a place where Chinese people gather to practice their English amongst themselves and with foreigners there.  We went there and told people about Jesus.  I made friends with a guy named John and a girl named Sara there, and they have since gotten plugged into Bible studies and have decided to regularly attend church.

On our first two Saturdays there, we attended a marriage seminar put on by a couple from America, and we invited our Chinese contacts from English Corner to come, too.  On the last Saturday, we had a party at Marcus’s apartment and invited all the friends we’d made during the month.  On Sundays, the church met in a restaurant near where we were staying.  The service was all in Chinese, and we ate lunch together afterwards.

On Mondays, we did tourist activities with Martin and/or his brother, Marcus.  On Tuesdays and Wednesdays, we did personal Bible studies with Chinese we met at English Corner or at Church.  I met periodically with a girl named Jessica, who had been coming to church with her cousin.  When she first asked to study with me, I was scared to death, because I’d never done a one-on-one Bible study before.  However, the first study went great, and now I feel much more confident telling others about Jesus, though I know I still have a lot of work to do.  Finally, on Thursdays, we had a prayer meeting with the Christians.  The prayer meetings were really neat; the Rodriguez’s, the Jackson’s, the Chinese Christians, and we met in a teahouse and each prayed in turn for our brothers and sisters and for the future of the church in China.  After I left Beijing, I traveled by myself back to Changsha, Hangzhou, and Shanghai to visit my friends I had seen there during the first month of my travels.  I had a wonderful time hanging out with them and telling them about why I believe in Jesus.  I plan to return to China as soon as I can.  Whether that’s next year or the one after that, I don’t know; but I do know that I want to continue my work there.  Thanks, again, for making my trip possible.
