Dear Members and Friends of First UCC,

I am still riding a wave of positive emotions following our Young Ambassadors visit to the Moers Church District in Germany.  Three youth from our congregation along with youth from Plymouth UCC in Madison and youth from Windsor UCC are participating on this exchange.

Our group faced a few challenges before we even left the ground.  One member of our Wisconsin group had difficulties in obtaining their passport, having to drive to Chicago two times in order to secure it in the days before we left.  Another youth dropped out of the exchange the week before departure due to re-occurring back problems.  This caused her German counterpart to drop out as well.  But once we left O’Hare, things turned around in a hurry.
The entire German group (wearing matching shirts) met us at the airport in Düsseldorf.  What a warm welcome that was.  The youth from both sides of the Atlantic Ocean immediately started hitting it off once we boarded the bus back to Moers.  We spent our first night together watching Germany play in the 2008 European Soccer Championships at a large outdoor venue.

The first week was spent with host families and with group side trips to the History Museum in Bonn, the Cathedral in Cologne, and the Berger’s Zoo in the Netherlands.

Once we got to know each other the “work” began.  Our group departed for a four day visit to a youth hostel in Xanten after worshipping with host families.  As soon as we checked in, the youth started preparing for a big “Creation Day” celebration at the city church in Moers.  Art projects, photography workshops, and children’s activities based on the Genesis 1 story of creation was the focus of our time.  The youth also prepared and led a closing “Creation Day” worship service.

Our third week was spent in Berlin.  We saw Checkpoint Charlie, took a guided tour along where the wall once stood, celebrated until the early hours at the Brandenburg Gate, learned about how the Government process works at the German Reichstag Building, and visited the Saschenhausen Concentration Camp thirty miles north of Berlin.  We returned back to Moers for a final worship service and celebration and then had one last day with host families before coming home.

What a wonderful opportunity our church made possible for the youth of the congregation.  This visit wasn’t only about having fun (even though there was plenty of that).  There were spiritual, historical, and cultural components as well, along with the many friendships which were created.  This was an experience that our youth will remember for a lifetime.  We look forward to hosting our German friends next summer and the trip to Back Bay Mission in Biloxi, MS.

Thanks for the many ways in which you continue to support youth ministry at First UCC.  Your generosity and encouragement means a lot to the youth of today as well as the youth of tomorrow.
