Dear Members and Friends of First UCC,

We are Easter people.  This statement, which sounds simple enough, is rather complex.  What does it exactly mean to call ourselves “Easter people”?

For some, it means to believe in the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead as a profound, factual, and life-changing miracle.  For others, it means experiencing the presence of the living Christ here with us now, traveling beside us on the highways and byways of daily life.  On Easter Sunday, I talked about how the risen Christ helps us to look at the world through the rose colored lens of the resurrection.

I think for many, to be Easter people is to be a combination of all these things.  We rejoice in the resurrection of Jesus Christ not just one Sunday out of the year, but each and every day.  The risen Christ wants us to know that He is with us each and every step of our life’s journey, no matter the struggles or problems we encounter.  

According to Luke’s gospel, the risen Christ appeared alongside two of his followers on the first Easter day as they were walking on the road to Emmaus.  They were sad and confused and at first didn’t recognize Him.  Jesus let them talk about their disappointment and shattered dreams, and then He took the opportunity to offer them great healing and hope.
We, too, are invited to experience the presence of the risen Christ wherever we go: walking to church, driving to work, or breaking bread with one another.  When we’re not sure where we’re headed, and don’t know what’s going on or what will happen next, Jesus can come and travel with us, and help us to make sense of things.  This is the power of the resurrection—not merely Jesus rising from the tomb long ago and far away, but the risen Christ traveling with us, here and now.

As we experience the presence of the risen Christ and proclaim new life in his name, the message of Easter is continued.  

Christ is risen!  Christ is risen indeed!  Alleluia.

First United Church of Christ is a huge property requiring lots of maintenance to keep it in up-to-date condition.  Hiring skilled workers to complete many of the tasks would be extremely costly.  Thanks to a group of volunteers and donated time, several projects have been completed.  Last Fall, the entire ceiling over the Sanctuary was insulated; new outlets have been installed in the kitchen, dining rooms, and the Narthex; the refrigerator has been wired with its own outlet; a light has been added under the stairs storage area; the exterior exit door in the main dining room has been replaced; the light on the Cross outside the Education Building has been updated and a timer added; a broken hose in the Sanctuary air conditioner was repaired; a large dead pine tree in 
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the Church Park was cut down, the 
limbs, branches, and tree cut up and removed; and the Park Church sign re-painted, repaired, and re-installed.  In addition, the sidewalks and parking areas were kept clear of snow all winter.  
The Sanctuary, balcony, stairs, and entry areas have been painted at a discount; and two new ladders for the Bell Tower are being built.  Besides the volunteers, equipment and workers from Prairie Plumbing and Heating, McFarlanes, and Hasheiders Roofing have donated equipment and time for 
                          many of the projects.
There are still more projects, and they will need more help.  In May, the parking lot will be "prepped" in preparation for re-paving; the rooms under the Bell Tower need dry-walling and painting; Sunday School rooms need painting; work days will be needed to take down, scrape, repair, and paint the slats in the Bell Tower; and in the future, the porch on the Parsonage needs work and some outside windows will need painting.  And the list goes on!
