Pastors of First United 
Church of Christ
In the 150 years of our Congregation’s history, we have had 14 Pastors, 2 Associate Pastors, and 2 Interim Pastors.

In the first 18 years (1859-1877), we had 7 Pastors; and in the next 132 years, we have had 8 Pastors.  The Pastor who served First Church the longest was Reverend J.J. Von Grueningen.  He served for 34 years.  During his pastorate, the present parsonage was built in 1909 for $1,450.00.  He died in May 1911.  Reverend C.M. Zenk followed him; and during his pastorate, our present church was built in 1913.
